(Only those students meeting all requirements will be considered)
The following criteria has been established for the selection of the scholarship. 

The applicant must:

1. Be currently enrolled as a full-time undergraduate student attending Texas A&M University, with at least 90 
semester hours by the end of the Spring 2025 semester. (Applicants can be enrolled less than full time if it’s their last semester before graduation.)

2. Have completed at least 45 hours at Texas A&M University and maintained a cumulative GPA of 3.0.
 

3. Be a graduate of a Medina County High School OR a dependent of a 2023-2024 & 2024-2025 Aggie Mom Club member.

4. Furnish an official Spring 2024 transcript with Fall 2024 class schedule from TAMU. You can order your transcript now, 

make sure you select the option “hold for grades.  When you order it after grades are posted, it takes a few days.
5. Email completed application on or before the deadline of May 23, 2025. You will receive a confirmation email 

stating that your application has been received. (Incomplete forms will be disqualified)

6. Current students are eligible to receive only one Medina County Aggie Mothers’ Club Current Student Scholarship.

Eligible applicants will be awarded the scholarship for the following enrolled semester or semesters at Texas A&M University.
The amount of the scholarship will be determined by the amount of available scholarship funds and by scoring of the applications. 

The Scholarship Committee will be appointed by the Medina County Aggie Mothers’ Club (MCAMC) President and will consist of members throughout the county which do not have a student applying.  The committee will be responsible for the selection of students to receive the scholarships who meet all requirements and guidelines. Eligible students must have graduated from a school district within Medina County (Devine, D’Hanis, Hondo, Medina Valley, Natalia) OR parent/guardian must be a member of MCAM club for 2023-2024 & 2024-2025.
