Please type data into the body of the application, if you choose to hand write, please scan and email back. Do NOT take photos because they do not copy well. You will receive a confirmation email stating that your application has been received. (Incomplete forms will be disqualified)
5.  Please DO NOT use a school email, once you graduate, your school email will be closed and we have no way to correspond with you.
Scholarships will be announced at Senior Awards Night, as customary for the student’s school district.
If awarded, scholarship checks will be mailed directly to Texas A&M University at your respective campus.
The Scholarship Committee will be appointed by the Medina County Aggie Mothers’ Club (MCAMC) President and will consist of members throughout the county which do not have a student applying. The committee will be responsible for the selection of at least two students from each high school who meet all requirements and guidelines. Eligible students must attend a school district within Medina County (Devine, D’Hanis, Hondo, Medina Valley, Natalia)
